CoMPETITIVE ADVANTAGE

According to the U.S. Census Bureau by 2012, 75 percent of all new hires will be people of color and women. The Asian Pacific and Hispanic workforce are the fastest
growing minority communities in the Pacific Northwest. A recent Educational Foundation Study indicates that Asian Pacific employees have the least opportunity to enter
management and the slowest rate of progress toward equal employment opportunity, despite having the highest educational attainment. It will take three generations or 75
years to equalize. In the same study, Hispanic employees ranked as the next unlikely ethnic group to enter management. EDI's mission is to help accelerate the advancement

of culturally diverse leaders.
